\Keel Ballast

The bottom of a boat is called the keel. On
Hunley, the keel has a ballast, or a series of
seven weights, which stabilized the ship and
helped it to dive. Three were designed to be
loosened and dropped from inside the ship,
allowing Hunley to surface quickly in an
emergency.

Propeller /

The propeller, turned by the hands
of the crew inside, pushed the ship
through the water. It was inside a
protective ring called a shroud.
